ATTENTION EXHIBITORS
The show site will be available to all exhibitors at 12:00 noon on Friday, October 21, 2011. The building will be locked at 10:00 pm each night.  The building will open at 7:00 am on Saturday & Sunday, October 22 & 23  2011.   Dogs must be removed from the show site immediately following Best in Breed judging on Sunday, October 23, 2011

Dogs will NOT be allowed to stay at the show ring overnight.

BRED-BY-EXHIBITOR ELIGIBLITY

All dogs entered in the Bred-By class must be individually registered with the AKC. The person handling the dog must be a breeder of record of the dog and an owner of record of the dog. To exhibit in this class, family members must be a breeder and owner of record.
NO BABY STROLLERS ALLOWED IN THE SHOW RING AREA.

All Show Committee regulations and decisions, and all regulations governing the use of this facility will be strictly enforced.

Crating and grooming will be allowed in designated areas only.

Neither the show-giving club nor the Crowne Plaza will be responsible for the safety or well-being of dogs or other property left at the site.

Exhibitors will be responsible for maintaining clean conditions around the space where they groom.

Exhibitors should have cleanup equipment with them.

All passageways must be kept open.  Grooming and crates are not allowed in walkways.  Aisles will be marked for easy access.  Aisles, grooming and crating areas will be designated.

All regulations governing the use of this facility and all regulations and decisions of the Show Committee will be strictly enforced, including any not recorded in this premium list.

Exhibitors should follow their veterinarians’ recommendation to assure their dogs are free of internal parasites, any communicable diseases, and have appropriate vaccinations.

A Recording Fee of 50¢ will be required for each dog entered at any Licensed or member Club show or Obedience Trial.  This Recording Fee is to be collected by the show-giving Club and paid to the American Kennel Club.  If a dog is entered in more than one class in the show, the Recording Fee is to be collected on the first entry only.  (American Kennel Club Rule, Chapter 14, Section 2)

RETURNED CHECKS do not constitute a valid entry fee.  The Show Secretary will add a collection fee of $25.00 to the amount of each returned check.  

 Entry Fee will not be returned in the event that a dog is absent, disqualified, excused by Veterinarian or judge or barred from competition by action of the Show Committee. 

No entry fees will be refunded if the Show cannot open or be completed by reason of riots, civil disturbances, fire, extreme and/or dangerous weather conditions, an Act of God, public emergency, act of a public enemy, strikes or any other cause beyond the control of the Club or the Show Secretary.

The show giving Clubs, the Show Secretary, their agents, employees, etc., assume no responsibility for any loss, damage or injury sustained by exhibitors, handlers, or to any of their dogs or property and further assume no responsibility for injury to children.  Children are the express responsibility of their parents/or guardians while on the show grounds.

2. The following categories of dogs may be entered and shown in Best of Breed competition: Dogs that are Champions of Record and dogs which, according to their owners’ records, have completed the requirements for a championship, but whose championships are unconfirmed. The showing of unconfirmed Champions in Best of Breed competition is limited to a period of 90 days from the date of the show where the dog completed the requirements for a championship.

3. (Event Class) Consult the classification in this premium list. If the event class in which you are entering your dog is divided, then, in addition to designating the class, specify the particular division of the class in which you are entering your dog, i.e, age division, color division, weight division.

4. A dog must be entered in the name of the person who actually owned it at the time entries for an event closed. If a registered dog has been acquired by a new owner it must be entered in the name of its new owner in any event for which entries closed after the date of acquirement, regardless of whether the new owner has received the registration certificate indicating that the dog is recorded in his name. State on entry form whether transfer application has been mailed to the AKC. (For complete rules, refer to Chapter 11, Section 3.)
